SUBJECT: LARGE SCALE COMPREHENSIVE PLAN AMENDMENT 07-02
PUBLIC SCHOOL ELEMENT (ORDINANCE NO. 330)

PURPOSE A
Adopt Comprehensive Plan Amendment 07-02, (Ordinance No. 330) and transmit to the Florida
Department of Community A ffairs.

BACKGROUND

This large scale amendment consists of revisions to the City’s Comprehensive Plan that comply
with new Florida Laws related to public school planning. During the 2005 Legislative Session,
the Florida Senate passed Senate Bill 360 which requires local governments to amend its
Comprehensive Plan to include a Public School Element. The School Board has been working in
partnership with Volusia County and the cities to draft a uniform Public School Element. A
consultant was hired with funds provided by Orange City, other local governments and the
School District to prepare a draft Model Public School Element. Additionally, numerous
meetings have been held by a technical review committee composed of city staff representatives
and a city manager’s committee to review and finalize the consultant’s Model Public School
Element.

The amendments consist of revisions to the Comprehensive Plan’s Future Land Use,
Intergovernmental Coordination and Capital Improvements Elements. In addition a new section
has been added entitled Public School Element. The City Council held a transmittal public
hearing on September 25, 2007. The amendment was forwarded to the Florida Department of
Community Affairs (DCA) for their review. The DCA’s review comments were received by the
City on April 18, 2008. City staff then submitted additional proposed revisions to the DCA to
address DCA’s staff concerns. DCA staff has since determined that the additional revisions
satisfactorily addressed all of their concerns. These revisions are included in Exhibit A with
shaded text.

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ORDINANCE NO. 330

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF ORANGE CITY, FLORIDA, AMENDING
ORDINANCE 90-05-08, AS AMENDED, SAID ORDINANCE BEING
ORANGE CITY’S COMPREHENSIVE PLAN; TRANSMITTING AND
THEREAFTER ADOPTING AN ADMINISTRATIVE AMENDMENT TO THE
CITY OF ORANGE CITY COMPREHENSIVE PLAN FOR THE PURPOSE
OF IMPROVING THE COORDINATION AND PLANNING OF PUBLIC
SCHOOL FACILITIES AS REQUIRED BY CHAPTER 163, F.S. THE
AMENDMENT CONSISTS OF REVISIONS TO SECTION 2: THE FUTURE
LAND USE ELEMENT; REVISIONS TO SECTION 8: THE
INTERGOVERNMENTAL COORDINATION ELEMENT; REVISIONS TO
SECTION 9: THE CAPITAL IMPROVEMENTS ELEMENT; REVISIONS
THAT ADD A NEW SECTION 9: PUBLIC SCHOOL ELEMENT GOALS,
OBJECTIVES AND POLICIES; AND REVISIONS THAT RENUMBER
EXISTING SECTION 9 TO 10, EXISTING SECTION 10 TO 11, EXISTING
SECTION 11 TO 12 AND EXISTING SECTION 12 TO 13; PROVIDING A
CONFLICTS CLAUSE AND SEVERABILITY CLAUSE AND PROVIDING
AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, pursuant to Part Il, Chapter 163, Florida Statutes, the State Legislature
has adopted the “Local Government Comprehensive Planning and Land Development Act,
requiring all counties and cities to prepare a Comprehensive Plan, and

WHEREAS, the City of Orange City's Comprehensive Land Use Plan, Ordinance
No. 90-05-08, was formally adopted by the City Council of the City of Orange City, Florida
on May 8, 1990, and

WHEREAS, In 2005, the Florida Legislature enacted Senate Bill 360, which
significantly changed Chapter 163, F. S., thereby requiring local governments to amend
their comprehensive plan to implement school concurrency, and

WHEREAS, The legislative changes require Florida’s local govemments to update
their comprehensive plans by adopting a Public School Facility Element, and revising
and/or adding related objectives and policies, and

WHEREAS, the Planning Commission reviewed the proposed amendment during a
public hearing held on November 7, 2007, and has provided a recommendation to the City
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WHEREAS, on January 22, 2008, the City Council of the City of Orange City held a
duly noticed public hearing to transmit the proposed amendment to the Florida Department
of Community Affairs in order to review and provide it's comments and recommendations;
and

WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Orange City held a duly noticed public
hearing on the proposed amendment set forth hereunder and considered findings and
advice of staff, citizens, and all interested parties submitting written and oral comments;
and

WHEREAS, the City Council hereby finds that this Ordinance serves a legitimate
government purpose and is in the best interests of the public health, safety, and welfare of
the citizens of Orange City, Florida.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ENACTED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
ORANGE CITY, FLORIDA:

SECTION 1. That the City of Orange City Comprehensive Plan Future Land
Use Element, the Intergovernmental Coordination Element, and the Capital Improvement
Element are amended, and a new Public School Facilities Element is created. A copy of
the amendment is attached hereto and included as Attachment “A”, and such amendment
is hereby adopted pursuant to Florida Statutes.

SECTION 2. Repealer: That all ordinances or parts of ordinances and all
resolutions in conflict herewith be and the same are hereby repealed, as well as any
portion in conflict herewith.

SECTION 3. Severability: If any section, part of a section, paragraph, clause,
phrase or word of this ordinance is declared invalid, the remaining provisions of this
ordinance shall not be affected.

SECTION 4, Effective Date: This Ordinance shall take effect immediately
upon its adoption by the City Council of the City of Orange City, Fiorida.
